Offerors who submit a quote in response to this RFQ may be required to give an oral presentation of their quote to the agency. This will provide an
opportunity for the offeror to clarify or elaborate on the quote. The agency will schedule the time and location of these presentations. Ora
presentations are an option of the agency and may not be conducted. Therefore, quotes should be complete.

No member of the governing body, officer, or employee of Horizon Behavioral Health during his’her tenure or for one (1) year thereefter shall have
any interest, direct or indirect, in this contract or the proceeds thereof.

The agency reserves the right to accept any quote or to reject any or al quotes.

Horizon Behaviora Health may make such reasonable investigations as deemed proper and necessary to determine the ability of the offeror to
perform the work, and the offeror shall furnish to the agency al such information and data for this purpose as may be requested. The agency
reserves the right to inspect offeror's physical plant prior to award to satisfy questions regarding the offeror's capabilities. The agency further
reserves the right to reject any offer if the evidence submitted by, or investigations of, such offeror fails to satisfy the agency that such offeror is
properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the contract and to complete the work contemplated therein.
